The captains and the persons in charge of each team are asked to review the attached Rules & Regulations and to ensure that all players and participants of the tournament are familiar with these Rules & Regulations.

1. Date, Time and Venue

Date
:   Saturdays, commencing 19 October, 2002 


Time
:   From 2:00 pm to 5:00 pm


Venue
:   Hard-surfaced Mini-Football Field, Wah Yan College Kowloon

2. Format
a.
The tournament is divided into two rounds namely the ‘Preliminary Round’ and the ‘Final Round’.


I) Preliminary Round:

-     a total of 15 teams will be divided into 3 groups

· ‘Single Round Robin System’ on group basis is adopted.  The results of last year have been taken into consideration when deciding ‘seedlings’.  Likewise, the final results of this year will be used to determine the ‘seedlings’ of next year’s tournament.

· grouping will be decided by draw during the team captain meeting.

· the following seedlings prevails in this year’s tournament

II) Final Round :

· Two teams in each group with the highest points scored in the Preliminary Round will enter the Final Round.

· Ttwo rank number three teams in each group with the highest points scored amongst the three groups will also enter the Final Round.  If the points scored for the teams are the same, the promotion will be determined by goal difference from all matches (calculated by subtracting goals lost from goals scored).  If the goal differences are equal, the team that scores more goals will be qualified.   If still unresolved, lots drawing will decide the promotion.  

· For the avoidance of doubt, there will be no point adjustment for any teams due to disqualification or withdrawal of other teams.    

· Single Knock-out System’ is adopted in the finals.
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b.
In Preliminary Round, the winner will gain 3 points, the loser gains no point. If the match ends in a draw, both teams will gain one point.

c.
If two or three teams score the same points, the positions will be determined by goal difference from all matches (calculated by subtracting goals lost from goals scored). If their goal differences are equal, the team which scores more goals will be placed in a higher position.  Should this also be equal, the ‘previous winner’ wins.  If still unresolved, placing will be decided by lots drawing.

d. In Final Round, if the match ends in a draw, extra time of 20 minutes divided into 2 equal halves will be played with no rest time in between. The match will end immediately once a team scores.  The score in extra time will be counted as normal in the top scorer award calculation.  If the result in extra time remains a draw, three players from each team will take alternate ‘9 yards’ shoot-out. If they are level, the rest of the players will take part in a ‘sudden-death’ shoot-out.  Scores during this period will not be counted in the top scorer award calculation.

3.  Rules &  Regulations
a.
All matches shall be played with 7 players in each team of which one must be the goalkeeper.

b.
Referees are to commence the game once a minimum of 5 players from each team have arrived at the field at the designated time.

c.
Any team fails to show up 10 minutes after the scheduled time or consisting of less than 5 players will be regarded as ‘Walkover’. The opposing team will be the winner of the match and the result will be treated as ‘ 2  :  0’.

d.
Any team fails to turn up will be subject to a ‘Walkover’ penalty of HK$200 per match and with two ‘Walkovers’ the team will be disqualified from the tournament. The previous results including points gained by other teams over the disqualified team and all the goals scored by all the concerned teams will be cancelled.  A refundable deposit of HK$400 shall be submitted by each team with the enrolment fee to cater for the penalty payment.   The appropriate amount will be refunded to the individual teams when that team has completed all its matches in the tournament.

e.
Substitution of players is unrestricted. Players who have been replaced are allowed to re-enter the match.  The match supervisor must first be notified of the substitutions for the purpose of identity verification.  The referee’s consent must first be sought before the substitution take place. 

f.
Each match is divided into two equal halves of 25 minutes and with 5 minutes rest time in between.

g.
‘Off -side’ rule will NOT apply throughout the League.

h.
All players must wear team uniforms with bold numbers throughout the match.

i.
The goalkeeper shall dress in colour, which easily distinguishes him from the other players and the referee.

j.
All players are not allowed to wear any ornaments which may be dangerous to other players.

k.
All players must strictly keep clean when using the football field of Wah Yan College Kowloon.

l.
All players are reminded to take care of their belongings as Wah Yan College Kowloon or Wah Yan College Kowloon Past Students’ Association (refer to as WYKPSA) or Wah Yan (H.K.) Past Students’ Association (refer to as WYHKPSA) shall not be responsible for any loss of their valuables and personal belongings.

m.
The school only provides the venue of the tournament and WYKPSA and WYHKPSA do not guarantee its safety and suitability. All players acknowledge that they are participating the tournament at their own risks and they will be responsible for their own loss or damage to property and bodily injury including fatal injury.   No first aid facilities are provided at the venue and the teams/players are required to prepare for their own injury treatments.

n.
All players are only allowed to play for one single team.   No player is allowed to transfer to another team or play for another team once the tournament commences.   Players found to have violated this rule are forbidden to continue to participate in the remaining tournament matches.   The result of all matches with a ‘violating player’ or a ‘forbidden player’ will be deemed to be “0:2 or the actual score if the goal difference exceeds two goals” in favour of the opposing teams.   Actual goals scored by the opposing team will be counted towards the top scorer award but as a penalty the goals scored by the defaulting team will not be counted.

o.
The Kowloon Miniature Football Association will be invited to render referee services.

p.
All rules and regulations will be in accordance with the latest FIFA Rules and Regulations as laid down by the Kowloon Miniature Football Association unless otherwise specified.

q.
In case of any incidence which are not covered or specified in this "Rules and Regulations", the Wah Yan League Cup Football Tournament Organizing Committee has the absolute and final right to revise or amend any rules and regulations as required.

4.  Qualifications of Players
a.
There should be at least 4 Wah Yan Kowloon or Wah Yan Hong Kong past students in a team, whereas at least 3 Wahyanites must be playing on the field in a match at any time.

b.
All players must have been registered with the organizing committee prior to commencement of the tournament.

5.  Appeals, Disputes and Disciplinary Matters
a.
In the event of complaint, this should be made directly to the Wah Yan League Cup Football Tournament Organizing Committee by contacting it in writing via e-mail (wahyansoccer@wykpsa.org.hk), no later than the following working day after the concerned match.  No complaint will be entertained unless this rule has been adhered to.   Late complaint is not accepted.

b.
All complaints shall be dealt with by the Wah Yan League Cup Football Tournament Organizing Committee or its Disciplinary Sub-committee. Any decisions including disciplinary actions made by the Committees shall be final.

c.
Should any team show dishonesty against any player’s identity, it will be subject to immediate disqualification.  The result of the match in question will be decided by the Wah Yan League Cup Football Tournament Organizing committee or its Disciplinary Sub-committee upon consultation with the captain/manager of the opposing team of that particular match.   The decision of the committees shall be final.

6.  Responsibilities of Teams
a.
In case of doubt, team captains can request to check the identity of the opposing team player list before each match. Complaint of player’s eligibility will NOT be entertained after the match has started.

b.
Team captains of opposing teams should contact each other before the match to avoid clash of jersey colour.

c.
Each team must bring at least one football of size No. 4 to the match.

d.
Each team is advised to arrive 30 minutes before the match for signing Result Report Form, changing uniforms and doing some warm-up exercises.

e.
On the Result Report Form, the team captains of the playing teams should fill in the team jersey colours, the names of the players and their numbers in the uniforms.   The referee will fill in the result at the end of the match.  The referee, match supervisor and team captains should sign on the Result Report Form in order to verify the results.

f.
If there is no mach supervisor in attendance during the match, the captain of the winning team should take the responsibility of advising the match result and scorers’ details to the Wah Yan League Cup Football Tournament Organizing Committee on the following working day after the match.  E-mail is accepted.

g.
Team captains have the sole responsibility of checking the playing schedule.   The Wah Yan League Cup Football Tournament Organizing Committee has no obligation to remind the team captains about their matches.   Forgetting the matches is not an excuse for the ‘Walkover Penalty’.

7.  Cancellation of the Match
a.
If typhoon signal No.3 or higher or a rainstorm black/red warning or a thunderstorm warning is hoisted three hours before the first match scheduled, all matches on that day will be cancelled and will be re-scheduled.   The matches will not be carried out even when these warnings have been lowered at the match times.

b.
Matches will continue to be played during rains unless decided by the referee during the match.     

c.
Team captains have the sole obligation to check the weather condition and the availability of matches.   The Wah Yan League Cup Football Tournament Organizing Committee has no obligation to confirm such information for any teams.  Failure to turn up for a match due to unclear weather condition is not an excuse for the ‘Walkover Penalty’.

d.
Team captains of the concerned teams will be informed of re-scheduling of matches due to unforeseeable reasons.   The same will also be announced on the PSA web pages.    

8.  Type of Football
Size No. 4 football will be used.

9.  Prizes
The Champion of the Tournament will be awarded the Wah Yan League Cup (to keep for one year until the next prize presentation day) and medals for each player, whereas the first and second runners-up will be awarded medals only.   Dependent on availability, special prizes may also be presented to the top three teams by sponsors.

Top Scorer Award
This is to be awarded to the individual player who has scored the highest number of goals throughout the tournament. Dependent on availability, a special prize may also be presented by sponsors.
